MINUTE ENTRY

By minute entry order dated September 28, 2012, the Court granted the motion to set 
aside a default judgment entered against defendants Blankinship.

Subsequently, the Court received a request by the Blankinships to summarily grant their 
motion to set aside the default judgment because plaintiffs did not respond to their motion.  
Because of the September 28, 2012 minute entry ruling their motion is moot.

The Court then received plaintiffs’ motion asking the Court to reconsider its September 
28, 2012 ruling and to expand its time in which to respond to defendants’ original motion to set 
aside the default judgment.  Accordingly,

IT IS ORDERED denying plaintiffs’ motion to expand time for plaintiffs to respond to 
defendants’ motion to set aside.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Blankinships are to respond to their motion to set 
aside no later than October 26, 2012.
